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he seed for Nettles Stirrups was born in December 1986, the offspring
of a rocking horse. Gala Nettles wanted a rocking horse for her first
grandson for Christmas. Not just any rocking horse would do, though.
This one needed to be an heirloom, something that could be handed

down from generation to generation. 
The months of November and December for Ronnie Nettles, a 35-year

cutting horse trainer are engulfed by the NCHA Futurity. When that show
ended that year, only nine days until Christmas remained and still Gala had
not found that perfect rocking horse. She turned to Ronnie to solve her
dilemma.

When Ronnie Nettles wasn't on the back of a horse he enjoyed his
woodworking shop. Quite the artisan, he had been educated in the skills
and techniques of quality craftsmanship by his late father. The younger
Nettles liked striving to achieve that quality, working hours on the
minute details that set a work above all of the rest. 

Tired from the long horse show and ready for a diversion, he took off
his spurs and headed to his workshop to build the rocking horse. Night
after night the lights burned late in the shop as he cut, glued, sanded and

patiently brought to life a big-eyed rocking horse complete with a thick
yarned mane and tail. He built the replica of a saddle out of oak and rather

than pegs to set one's feet, he constructed a small pair of oak laminated
oxbows. The project was finished on Christmas Eve.

But Ronnie wasn't finished. Building the laminated stirrups for the rocking
horse sparked the idea to build himself a pair. He spent long hours in the saddle

each day and the pressure of the stirrups against his shin kept his legs raw and bleed-
ing. In fact, he usually wrapped his legs with horse's vet wrap each morning. For
months, he had searched for a pair of stirrups that would eliminate the pressure prob-
lem as well as foot fatigue. Nettles knew that the right stirrup would be more than just
a place to set your foot. Indeed, besides alleviating any pain it would be one that
helped the rider sit balanced in the saddle.

Using his expertise from 35 years in the saddle, Ronnie designed his own style of
stirrup, one that had innovative designs to eliminate pressure, eradicate foot pain, 'set'
the foot in the stirrup, and help sit the rider in the saddle. Nettles chose the lamination
method for its extra durability and its cushioning effect. Since the only oak he had
available was a wheelbarrow handle, he sacrificed it to build the first pair of stirrups.

"Had I known then what I know now," said Gala as she reminisced about wood
pieces in her kitchen pots boiling on the stove, "rather than complaining about the
mess he was making, I would have been taking pictures!"

Today, the Nettles Stirrups are famous world-
wide. Styles and décor of the stirrups have
grown in direct proportion to the request
of customers, one of the many services
that make the stirrups so popular.
Each design is tested in the arena
adjacent to their manufacturing
home so that no stirrup bearing the
Nettles brand leaves the ranch with-
out the approval of the master
designer.

And as Ronnie learned his skills
for quality craftsmanship from his
father, he has passed these skills to the
next generation and his son, Robby, who
oversees the building process today.
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Nettles Stirrups are built on a 
ranch in the heart of Texas.
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" The red oak used in Nettles Stirrups is
of the highest quality oak available, yet it
still must pass two grading processes
before it qualifies to become a part of
Nettles Stirrups.

wood than white oak, Red Oak is
accented with smaller dark colored
rays and large rounded open pores.
It is uniform in color and is the
basic wood used in building Nettles
Stirrups.

BLACK W ALNUT
A moderately hard, strong

wood known for its excellent shock
resistance, Black Walnut is regard-
ed as the most beautiful and most
valuable cabinet wood in North
America. With such a reputation, it
naturally makes exquisite designer
stirrups. While the dried wood is a
rich dark brown, the sapwood,
when freshly cut, is nearly white.
Black walnut is primarily grown in
the central and Appalachian states.

MESQUITE
Mesquite has survived the

rugged Texas landscape since
before the Spanish Conquistadors
set foot on North America. Native
Americans ground the seed pods to
produce a meal called pinole and
they used the bark to create medi-
cine, baskets and fabrics. It is a
remarkable wood known for its
beauty, strength and tenacity and
makes a gorgeous product, from
floors to cabinets to stirrups.
However, while other products can
work with the flaws in mesquite,
mesquite woods without flaws is
necessary for stirrups, making them
that much more of a prize to own.

WENGE
Dark brown to black in color,

Wenge is a heavy, coarsely textured
wood with bending and shock-
resistant properties similar to ash
and hickory. Since it is hard and
heavy, it is an excellent source for
handles and carving, and also for
designer stirrups.  Wenge grows in
open forests in the southern regions
of Tanzania and Mozambique. It
also appears in the Congo region in
periodically inundated swampy
forests.

BODARK
Officially named Osage

Orange, because the wood is so
strong, Native Americans used it to

make bows using the French word
bois d'arc, which means bow wood.
With time the name Bodark
emerged.  Native Americans also
relied on the tree for dyes and
medicinal uses while the European
settlers took advantage of the tough
thorny tree to plant tight rows for
stock proof hedges. Bodark makes a
beautiful golden stirrup that turns a
deeper color with age and will no
doubt last a lifetime.  

PURPLE HEART
A Central and South American

tree that is brown when freshly cut,
but oxidizes to a violet purple.
While the wood is heavy and usual-
ly finely textured with a straight
grain, it is also noted for its wide
variation in color, texture, and den-
sity, all depending on the tree. In
fact, because of its good mechanical
properties and durability, purple-
heart is used for heavy outdoor con-
struction such as bridges and dock
work. A dye produced from the
wood is used for textile fabrics.
The purple color is deceptive, how-
ever, changing to a dark brown pati-
na with age. Purple Heart is noted
for its ability to finish to a glossy,
lustrous finish, making an absolute-
ly gorgeous stirrup.

ENGLISH YEW 
An evergreen tree native to

Britain and particularly common in
England and Wales, and because of
its longevity it is prominent in many
churchyards. The English Yew
grows slowly and can live to be sev-
eral hundred years old; in fact,
some old yew trees are believed to
be over 2000 years old. This
durable wood is marked with peri-
odic dark accents of various sizes
and colors. No doubt that stirrups
made from English Yew will always
be a conversation piece.

PADAUK
African Padauk is orange-red in

color, deepening in time to a deeper
shade of red. This dense, heavy
wood has a coarse rugged texture
and prominent pores, making it
excellent stirrup material that hold
up well and stand out among the
crowd. It is a native of Nigeria,
Cameroons and the Congos.

Besides constructing stirrups in red oak, we also
build stirrups in other woods which puts them in a class
of their own.We use a primary stock of five exotic woods,
but we are always on the look-out for that special wood
to create an absolutely gorgeous yet functional stirrup.

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can be frightening to young horses. Start
working the flag slowly back and forth
and in only a short time your horse will
catch onto the idea. 

THE MECHANICS
The string is nylon that has been

waxed to keep the flag rolling smoothly.
Your driller comes with 110 feet of string,
but you can easily add as much string as
you desire.

A large spool and a small spool are
made from poly plastic, which is trouble-
free material for the string to wind around.
A chain and snap are attached to the small
spool, which you can fasten to
any object. To set up the
Driller, attach the small spool
to an object, pull the pin out
of the large spool and walk
away from the small spool
the length of the string. At that
point, put the pin back into the
bottom hole in the spool and
you are ready to work.

PUTTING UP THE
DRILLER

What is the Driller?
The Driller is a compact, economical

and easy-to-carry training device to use
with cutting horses. It is quick to set up
and simple to use, and will make tuning
your horse a simple matter, no matter
where you are.

The Driller comes with three parts: a
Mikita angle drill, a flag, and the mechan-
ics on which that flag runs. 

THE DRILL
The Mikita angle drill is the mecha-

nism that makes this training device so
easy to use. Besides its high quality and
efficiency in operation, the drill motor has
a break that stops immediately when dis-
engaged. That's important when working
with your horse.

Secondly, being a variable speed drill,
your assistant can operate the flag at the
speed you desire. Finally, the drill's
reversible switch is easily operated with
one's thumb, making the art of working
your horse back and forth a snap.

THE FLAG
The flag is made of a durable poly

material that will not be harmed by weath-
er. It is supported at the bottom by pvc pipe
which the bottom string runs through. This
keeps the flag from swinging in the wind,
or flipping over the string and becoming
entangled.

The flag is 8 x 18 inches in size. A
horse does not require a big object to
work. In fact, sometimes the bigger objects
